Action Plan and Media Toolkit

ÅToll-free number state transportation permit offices can provide to boat haulers 
prior to hauling.

ÅUse AnswerNet, a 24-7 call center, to obtain information on boats PRIOR to 
hauling:

ÅOrigin of boat, route of travel, time frame, destination, contact 
information for hauler, boat owner, time out of water.

ÅDestination state receives information directly from email from 
AnswerNet.
